DCN BEGINS TAPING NEW
PROGRAM 'THE 202'

The District of Columbia Network
(DCN) began producing a new
"host and segment driven"
lifestyle show, "The 202" in
January. The new program will be
presented by co-hosts Ferman
Patterson and DC radio
personality, Michel Wright. The
program will include interview
segments with local and visiting
celebrity guests, regular
features showcasing fashion, food, health, and lifestyle; musical performances
and unscripted on-air conversations between the co-hosts. 

"The 202" is scheduled to begin airing on DCN in March as part of OCTFME's
upcoming "2017 Spring Programming Season." The launch of this new program
is part of OCTFME's continuing efforts to realize its mission to inform and
entertain District cable subscribers as well as support and showcase the
District's creative economy. 

WE ARE WASHINGTON

The dynamic DCN program, We
Are Washington, continues to
deliver weekly news to DC
residents. DCN on-air
personalities, Cecily Fernandez
and Matt Granato co-host this 
quick-paced, informative
rundown of news from across the
District of Columbia. We Are Washington explores and showcases the vibrant
culture and exciting events that make living in DC unlike anyplace else.

DCN AND DKN PROGRAMS WILL BEGIN AIRING AT LOCAL DHS
SERVICE CENTERS

OCTFME will begin making select DCN and DKN programs available for
viewing at the Department of Human Service's (DHS) five service centers
around the District. The Department of Human Services (DHS) and Economic
Security Administration (ESA) administrate several vital public service programs
for District residents including, the Temporary Cash Assistance for Needy
Families (TANF), Medical Assistance, Supplemental Nutrition Assistance
Program, Child Care Subsidy, Burial Assistance, Interim Disability Assistance,
Parent and Adolescent Support Services (PASS) and Refugee Cash Assistance
programs. DHS/ESA maintains 5 service center locations across the District
(Petworth, NW; H Street, NE; Fort Davis, SE; Anacostia, SE; and Congress
Heights, SE) that serve over 250,000 District resident/clients every year. 

Each DHS service center has 2-4 TVs in their waiting rooms and service areas. A
compilation video package of DCN and DKN programs, including "We Are
Washington," "I Wish You Knew" and "Made In DC" will be offered to DHS/ESA
for airing in the reception and service areas of their 5 local service centers.

SIMONE BUTTERFLY: FASHION INVESTIGATOR
Simone Butterfly: Fashion Investigator is a 30-minute show hosted by fashion
industry and intellectual property attorney Mariessa Terrell (and her alter ego,
"Simone Butterfly"). The show features interviews and special segments
highlighting local designers and clothing boutiques. The show also celebrates
the District's dynamic, cutting edge fashion scene. Simone Butterfly: Fashion
Investigator airs Thursdays at 9pm on DCN and online HERE.

EZ STREET'S, THE STREET REPORT
The Street Report is a 30-minute show featuring D.C. radio personality, EZ
Street and his adventures around the District of Columbia. From interviewing
pop culture icons like Mary J. Blige and Iggy Azalea to showcasing local
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music talent in the District, EZ Street does it all. The show also takes EZ to local
workplaces and we observe as EZ tries out "jobs-for-the-day," like  food truck
vendor or beauty salon stylist. The Street Report airs Thursdays at 9pm on DCN
and online HERE.

DISPLAY 
Display is a 30-minute music video show highlighting independent artists from
the DMV. The show features music videos, from artists in the local music
community, offering regional performers a platform for showcasing their work
to the general public. Featured videos include works by Columbia Nights
Alcazar Weklin, J. Kidd, Tray Chaney, Bruce Gardner, and Rare Essence.
